Overview of Environmental Policy Open House 
On Thursday, April 30, 2009 Town Staff met with 
members of the community and stakeholders to 
participate in the Environmental Policy Open 
House. 
 
What was the purpose of this forum? 
This purpose of this event was to obtain input on 
how to best enhance, restore and actively manage 
the Town’s approach to environmental policy over 
the long term.   
 
What happened at this forum? 
This open house began with a presentation that 
highlighted what we know (e.g. regional context, 
watersheds in Richmond Hill, existing policy 
context) and where we want to go (e.g. Town’s 
changing context, greening / naturalized approach 
throughout the Town).  This session also included a 
discussion on the existing Greenway system, 
potential new linkages and sustainable 
development approaches to their application. 
Participants could provide their feedback by filling 
out the available comment sheets and learn more 
about the Town’s new Official Plan by picking up 
one of many available discussion papers.
